While my family was stationed in Okinawa, Japan,

I attended a youth group that was run by Cadence
International missionaries.

They host Bible studies, meals, and different fun
events for the military and their families. It is also where I
will live during my time there. The Vincents are extremely
kind and welcoming!

Going into this next year, there are a couple of areas of need
where I would like to ask for support. The first is prayer for:
* the Lord’s provision
* my heart, both as I prepare to go over and while I am
serving there
* the military members and their families who are
stationed there
* those who do not know the Lord yet, as well as for those
who need encouragement in their faith
* strength and encouragement for Joe and Jill Vincent as they
continue to faithfully serve where God has placed them

The second area is financial. There are a few needs that
must be met in order to leave for Germany in the fall. My
goal is to raise $3,189 a month to go towards living and
ministry expenses while there (a total of $38,268). Another
$2,945 is needed for initial startup costs, such as outgoing
travel expenses.
