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Dear family and friends,

This summer, I have the exciting opportunity to serve as an
Intern with Cadence International, an evangelical mission
agency dedicated to reaching U.S. and foreign military
personnel and their families with the good news of Jesus
Christ. Founded in 1954, Cadence’s mission is “to share the
gospel and our lives with the military community.”

With a focus on U.S. military communities, I will partner
with Cadence missionaries Darrow and Vicki Frazier,

who serve the military community near Camp Hansen in
Okinawa, Japan. The Fraziers have been faithfully serving
the Lord overseas for more than a decade and provide
essential support to one of America’s most vulnerable,
God-hungry populations: U.S. Marines. Marines stationed
overseas are the military’s most forward-deployed force
who daily face off against a greater enemy than any foreign
earthly power.
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Their plight is one I intimately understand, as I faced the
same challenges during my three-year tour living on Camp
Hansen from 2018 to 2021. Amid security deployments,
bilateral exercises, and even through the long months of
COVID-19 quarantines, the Fraziers gave their all to show
the grace and truth of Jesus and His Word to me and my
fellows. I was raised in the church, but it wasn’t until my
time as a congregant and volunteer at the Hansen Christian
Center (HCC) that I truly came to know the living God
by the blood of his Son. By God’s great grace and kindness,
Cadence International has assigned me to my spiritual
homeland, the place where I came to know my Lord and
Savior Jesus for the first time.

This summer, I will return to Okinawa to serve and assist
the Fraziers from the first week of May to the last week

of July 2024. Hansen Christian Center is bursting at the
seams as regular attendance
and local outreach continues
to grow like crazy. HCC,

or “the House,” as the
Marines like to call it, has
several ongoing construction
and maintenance projects.
My assistance to the

Fraziers will include
cleaning, maintenance,

and construction at HCC
and Camp Hansen chapel
facilities, planning and
facilitating Bible studies

and sermons, leading and
supporting the worship team,
and loving and caring for our
community of Camp Hansen
Marines. In short, I desire to
do anything I can to help the

Fraziers as they encourage



and train both the
saints and not-yet-
believing Marines
who have left their
homes to defend
ours.

My internship
cannot be done
alone. I need
prayer and financial
partners.
