MINISTRY NEED
Because we are committed to honest communication with our donors regarding our needs, we want to let you know that 
in our first year we had some significant unexpected expenses. There were multiple vehicle and home repairs that were not 
foreseen, could not be delayed, and were costly. Besides these one-time expenses, our missionary work account covered about 
$750 of the hospitality house expenses each month for several months while the new community formed.
